HE KNOWS WHEN WE FACE STORMS 
– He Sees and Comes
Mark 6:45-51 (NLT) 
45 Immediately after this, Jesus made his disciples get back into the boat and head out across the lake to Bethsaida, while he sent the people home. 
46 Afterward he went up into the hills by himself to pray. 
47 During the night, the disciples were in their boat out in the middle of the lake, and Jesus was alone on land. 
48 He saw that they were in serious trouble, rowing hard and struggling against the wind and waves. About three o’clock in the morning he came to them, walking on the water. He started to go past them, 
49 but when they saw him walking on the water, they screamed in terror, thinking he was a ghost. 
50 They were all terrified when they saw him. But Jesus spoke to them at once. “It’s all right,” he said. “I am here! Don’t be afraid.” 
51 Then he climbed into the boat, and the wind stopped. They were astonished at what they saw. 

· They had lost sight of Him, but He never lost sight of them

An old seaman said, "In fierce storms we can do but one thing. There is only one way (to survive); we must put the ship in a certain position and keep her there." Commenting on this idea, Richard Fuller wrote: 

This, Christian, is what you must do. Sometimes, like Paul, 

      you can see neither sun nor stars, and no small tempest lies 

      on you. Reason cannot help you. Past experiences give you no 

      light. Only a single course is left. You must stay upon the 

      Lord; and come what may -- winds, waves, cross seas, thunder, 

      lightning, frowning rocks, roaring breakers -- no matter what, 

      you must lash yourself to the helm and hold fast your 

      confidence in God's faithfulness and his everlasting love in 

      Christ Jesus.

Hebrews 2:5-18 (NLT) 
14 Because God's children are human beings—made of flesh and blood—Jesus also became flesh and blood by being born in human form. For only as a human being could he die, and only by dying could he break the power of the Devil, who had the power of death. 
15 Only in this way could he deliver those who have lived all their lives as slaves to the fear of dying. 
16 We all know that Jesus came to help the descendants of Abraham, not to help the angels. 
17 Therefore, it was necessary for Jesus to be in every respect like us, his brothers and sisters, so that he could be our merciful and faithful High Priest before God. He then could offer a sacrifice that would take away the sins of the people. 
18 Since he himself has gone through suffering and temptation, he is able to help us when we are being tempted.

– He is the Lord, Our Savior
Colossians 1:15-20 (NLT) 
15 Christ is the visible image of the invisible God. He existed before God made anything at all and is supreme over all creation. 
16 Christ is the one through whom God created everything in heaven and earth. He made the things we can see and the things we can't see—kings, kingdoms, rulers, and authorities. Everything has been created through him and for him. 
17 He existed before everything else began, and he holds all creation together. 
18 Christ is the head of the church, which is his body. He is the first of all who will rise from the dead, so he is first in everything. 
19 For God in all his fullness was pleased to live in Christ, 
20 and by him God reconciled everything to himself. He made peace with everything in heaven and on earth by means of his blood on the cross.
