1.  APPROACHING THE CHRIST CHILD IN WORSHIP may mean sacrifice
(1-2)

+Leaving home and loved ones.

+Giving up time--part of the weekend.

+Traveling a distance.
+Braving the elements and weather.
2.  APPROACHING THE CHRIST CHILD IN WORSHIP may trouble some people  (3-8)

+Sometimes children, spouses, and others don't understand

+People may laugh because you go to church on Sunday.

+Some people may get hostile when you mention the Christ child.
3.  APPROACHING THE CHRIST CHILD IN WORSHIP should bring us joy
(9-10)

3 keys to finding JOY in Worship

· Come with desire to worship.

· Come with great expectations. 

· Come with open heart and mind.

4.  APPROACHING THE CHRIST CHILD IN WORSHIP means coming as Wise Men.

3 Steps to WORSHIPPING AS WISE MEN

a.  We Bow Before Him in Worship, Adoration, and Reverence.

· Recognize His Sovereignty

· Recognize our Sinfulness.

· Recognize His Sacrifice.

· Recognize our Salvation

b.  We Offer to Him Gifts of Worship, Adoration and Sacrifice.

· Gold - Royalty, Sovreignty

· Frankinsence - Holiness, Righteousness

· Myrrh - Annointing, Preservation

c.  We Obey His Voice in Worship, Adoration, and Faithfulness

· They Came as Compelled

· They Saw as Promised

· The Left A Different Way as Warned
