Discovering YOUR Spiritual Gifts
Ephesians 4:11-16 (NLT) 
11 He is the one who gave these gifts to the church: the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, and the pastors and teachers. 
12 Their responsibility is to equip God's people to do his work and build up the church, the body of Christ, 
13 until we come to such unity in our faith and knowledge of God's Son that we will be mature and full grown in the Lord, measuring up to the full stature of Christ. 
14 Then we will no longer be like children, forever changing our minds about what we believe because someone has told us something different or because someone has cleverly lied to us and made the lie sound like the truth. 
15 Instead, we will hold to the truth in love, becoming more and more in every way like Christ, who is the head of his body, the church. 
16 Under his direction, the whole body is fitted together perfectly. As each part does its own special work, it helps the other parts grow, so that the whole body is healthy and growing and full of love.

STEPS TOWARD DISCOVERING YOUR SPIRITUAL GIFTS

FAITH – Believe that the Gifts are Real and You are Gifted

· You are gifted…or God’s calling is futile in us.

· You are gifted…or there is no possible service you can do

· You are gifted…or the Bible is a lie

PRAYER – Ask to know and use your gifts (James 4)

· You do not have because you do not ask (v. 2)

· You ask and do not receive, because your motives are wrong, so you spend it on your pleasures.  (v. 3)

James 4:2-3 (NLT) 
2 You want what you don't have, so you scheme and kill to get it. You are jealous for what others have, and you can't possess it, so you fight and quarrel to take it away from them. And yet the reason you don't have what you want is that you don't ask God for it.  3 And even when you do ask, you don't get it because your whole motive is wrong—you want only what will give you pleasure. 

(Asking with a wrong motive…”I want to be like…”

Acts 8:17-21 (NLT) 
17 Then Peter and John laid their hands upon these believers, and they received the Holy Spirit.  18 When Simon saw that the Holy Spirit was given when the apostles placed their hands upon people's heads, he offered money to buy this power. 19 "Let me have this power, too," he exclaimed, "so that when I lay my hands on people, they will receive the Holy Spirit!" 20 But Peter replied, "May your money perish with you for thinking God's gift can be bought! 21 You can have no part in this, for your heart is not right before God.
