Be Mourning

A.
Over sin in YOUR life.

Ps. 51:1-17

1.  Be sensitive to sin in your life

2.  Mourn, have remorse, over sin

3.  Confess your sin before God  (recognition)

4.  Repent, turn away from sin

5.  Accept God's cleansing and comfort

6.  Be always broken, Poor in Spirit, before God.

B.
Over sin in the lives of others.
Is. 6

1.  Be sensitive to the sin in others lives

a.  so you can help them overcome their sin

b.  so you can avoid following them into sin

2.  Mourn their condition and their eternal destiny

3.  Share God's love and forgiveness with them

a.  because you were once just like them

4.  Witness to them that they might come to Christ

II.
Comfort comes...

A.
From God touching and healing our hurts and wounds form sin

B.
From God touching and healing others because of our influence

C.
When we recognize more clearly the extreme of our own sin and what 

we've been saved from we will appreciate with more depth the 


awesomeness of God's saving grace through Christ Jesus.

Isaiah 6:1-13 (NASB77) 
1 In the year of King Uzziah's death, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, lofty and exalted, with the train of His robe filling the temple. 
2 Seraphim stood above Him, each having six wings; with two he covered his face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. 
3 And one called out to another and said, "Holy, Holy, Holy, is the LORD of hosts, The whole earth is full of His glory." 
4 And the foundations of the thresholds trembled at the voice of him who called out, while the temple was filling with smoke. 
5 Then I said, "Woe is me, for I am ruined! Because I am a man of unclean lips, And I live among a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts." 
6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, with a burning coal in his hand which he had taken from the altar with tongs. 
7 And he touched my mouth with it and said, "Behold, this has touched your lips; and your iniquity is taken away, and your sin is forgiven." 
8 Then I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, "Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?" Then I said, "Here am I. Send me!" 

Psalms 51:1-19 (NASB77) �1 Be gracious to me, O God, according to Thy lovingkindness; According to the greatness of Thy compassion blot out my transgressions. �2 Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, And cleanse me from my sin. �3 For I know my transgressions, And my sin is ever before me. �4 Against Thee, Thee only, I have sinned, And done what is evil in Thy sight, So that Thou art justified when Thou dost speak, And blameless when Thou dost judge. �5 Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, And in sin my mother conceived me. �6 Behold, Thou dost desire truth in the innermost being, And in the hidden part Thou wilt make me know wisdom. �7 Purify me with hyssop, and I shall be clean; Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. �8 Make me to hear joy and gladness, Let the bones which Thou hast broken rejoice. �9 Hide Thy face from my sins, And blot out all my iniquities. �10 Create in me a clean heart, O God, And renew a steadfast spirit within me. �11 Do not cast me away from Thy presence, And do not take Thy Holy Spirit from me. �12 Restore to me the joy of Thy salvation, And sustain me with a willing spirit. �13 Then I will teach transgressors Thy ways, And sinners will be converted to Thee. �14 Deliver me from bloodguiltiness, O God, Thou God of my salvation; Then my tongue will joyfully sing of Thy righteousness. �15 O Lord, open my lips, That my mouth may declare Thy praise. �16 For Thou dost not delight in sacrifice, otherwise I would give it; Thou art not pleased with burnt offering. �17 The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; A broken and a contrite heart, O God, Thou wilt not despise. �18 By Thy favor do good to Zion; Build the walls of Jerusalem. �19 Then Thou wilt delight in righteous sacrifices, In burnt offering and whole burnt offering; Then young bulls will be offered on Thine altar.
