Focus Luke 19:41

And when He approached, He saw the city and wept over it, 

THe steps of the savior (28-36)
· IN PURPOSE He Moves Forward to Jerusalem

· Knowing what awaits him there
· He was not afraid to face the crowds

· He was not afraid to face the cross

· Knowing what People Would Do/Say

· IN PASSION He Makes His Way Through the Valley of Celebration

The Fanfare of His Friends - rolling out the Red Carpet  (37-38)
('Hosanna - (how-shiy-aah  naa) SAVE NOW

· Greater than any Celebrity
· Greeted as a Great King or Conqueror (Riding a Donkey)
· Some Came for the Signs
  

(The Show)
· Some Came for the Spectacle

(The Stars)
· Some Came for the Ceremony

(The Tradition)
· Some Came for the Savior


(The King)
The Fuming of His Foes (39-40)
(cf – John 12.19 “See, you have done no good.  The whole world has gone after him.”)

· Fuming in Envy and Jealousy
· Fuming in the Sting of His Rebukes
· Fuming in the Face of Incredible Popularity
The compassion of the christ (41-43)  [Matthew 23.37-39]
(The Kidron Valley like the road into Pittsburgh…Glimpses before Gazing

· When the City opened up before Jesus He was moved to tears

· Sorrow Because His Own People Missed Him
· Sorrow Because His Own People Rejected Him

· Sorrow Because His Own People Ran from Him

· Matthew 23.37-39 How often I would…Yet You Would Not
"O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to her! How often I wanted to gather your children together, the way a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, and you were unwilling.  Behold, your house is being left to you desolate!  For I say to you, from now on you shall not see Me until you say, 'Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!'"
What about you, is Jesus wanting to gather you unto himself, but you are unwilling?  Is there cause for Jesus to weep over your situation.  
He came into the midst of a great celebration, but amid the fanfare His heart was broken and He wept over His own people.  Would He have reason to weep over you?
Luke 19:28-44 (NASB77) 
28 And after He had said these things, He was going on ahead, ascending to Jerusalem. 
29 And it came about that when He approached Bethphage and Bethany, near the mount that is called Olivet, He sent two of the disciples, 
30 saying, "Go into the village opposite you, in which as you enter you will find a colt tied, on which no one yet has ever sat; untie it, and bring it here. 
31 "And if anyone asks you, 'Why are you untying it?' thus shall you speak, 'The Lord has need of it.'" 
32 And those who were sent went away and found it just as He had told them. 
33 And as they were untying the colt, its owners said to them, "Why are you untying the colt?" 
34 And they said, "The Lord has need of it." 
35 And they brought it to Jesus, and they threw their garments on the colt, and put Jesus on it. 
36 And as He was going, they were spreading their garments in the road. 
37 And as He was now approaching, near the descent of the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began to praise God joyfully with a loud voice for all the miracles which they had seen, 
38 saying, "BLESSED IS THE KING WHO COMES IN THE NAME OF THE LORD; Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!" 
39 And some of the Pharisees in the multitude said to Him, "Teacher, rebuke Your disciples." 
40 And He answered and said, "I tell you, if these become silent, the stones will cry out!" 
41 And when He approached, He saw the city and wept over it, 
42 saying, "If you had known in this day, even you, the things which make for peace! But now they have been hidden from your eyes. 
43 "For the days shall come upon you when your enemies will throw up a bank before you, and surround you, and hem you in on every side, 
44 and will level you to the ground and your children within you, and they will not leave in you one stone upon another, because you did not recognize the time of your visitation." 

When we read through the story of Jesus entry into Jerusalem we are often captivated by the extravagant worship, but my attention is caught the something else in the passage.  Here in the midst of an incredible worship experience Jesus stopped to weep over His people.  Perhaps the real message of Palm Sunday isn’t the coming of a King, but the compassion of the Christ.
